1. SCOPE OF PROPOSAL

Bidders are invited to submit a proposal for the goods and/or services specified in Section IV: Schedule of Requirements, in accordance with this RFP.
2. BIDDER ELIGIBILITY

Bidders may be a private, public, or government-owned legal entity or any association with legal capacity to enter into a binding Contract with TPEC. 
A Bidder, and all parties constituting the bidder, may have the nationality of any country with the exception of the nationalities, if any, listed in RFP Particulars. A Bidder shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if the Bidder is a citizen or is constituted, incorporated, or registered and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country.
A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. A bidder shall be considered to have a conflict of interest if:
· A Bidder has a close business or family relationship with a TPEC personnel who: (i) are directly or indirectly involved in the preparation of the bidding documents or specifications of the contract, and/or the bid evaluation process of such contract; or (ii) would be involved in the implementation or supervision of such contract;
· A Bidder is associated, or has been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by TPEC to provide consulting services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the goods, services or works required in the present procurement process;
· A Bidder has an interest in other bidders, including when they have common ownership and/or management. Bidders shall not submit more than one bid, except for alternative offers, if permitted. This will result in the disqualification of all bids in which the Bidder is involved. This includes situations where a firm is the Bidder in one bid and a sub-contractor on another; however, this does not limit the inclusion of a firm as a sub-contractor in more than one bid.
Bidders must disclose any actual or potential conflict of interest in the Financial Submission Form (Annex3), and they shall be deemed ineligible for this procurement process unless such conflict of interest is resolved in a manner acceptable to TPEC. Failure to disclose any actual or potential conflict of interest may lead to the Bidder being sanctioned further to TPEC policy on vendor sanctions.
3. CLARIFICATION OF THE RFP

Bidders may request clarification in relation to the RFP by submitting a written request to the contact stated in the RFP Particulars, until the time stated in RFP Particulars. Explanations or interpretations provided by personnel other than the named contact person will not be considered binding or official.
4. REMUNERATION FOR AND COSTS OF PROPOSALS

Bidders shall not be entitled to any remuneration or compensation for the preparation and submission of their proposal.
 
5. PROPOSAL CURRENC(IES) 

The proposal shall be made in the currenc(ies) stated in RFP Particulars. If applicable, for comparison and evaluation purposes, 
TPEC reserves the right not to reject any proposal submitted in a currency other than the mandatory bidding currenc(ies). TPEC may accept proposal s submitted in another currency than stated above if the Bidder confirms during clarification of proposals in writing that it will accept a Contract issued in the mandatory proposal currency and that for conversion the official United Nations operational rate of exchange of the day of RFP deadline as stated in RFP Particulars shall apply. Regardless of the currency of proposals received, the Contract will always be issued, and subsequent payments will be made in the mandatory bidding currency above.
Rates in proposals shall be fixed. Proposals with adjustable rates shall be disqualified. 


6. PAYMENT TERMS

TPEC will ordinarily effect payment within 30 days after receipt of the goods/services and on submission of payment documentation. Time in connection with discounts offered for accelerated payment will be computed from the date of receipt of payment documents by TPEC. Payment discounts will not be considered in the financial evaluation.

1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Transitional Puntland Electoral Commission (TPEC) is an independent regulatory agency mandated by the Constitution to oversee elections in Puntland.  The Commission is responsible for conducting or supervising elections to any elective body or office established by the Constitution, and any other elections as prescribed by an Act of Parliament in Puntland.     

Among activities undertaken by TPEC under its constitutional mandate is voter registration.   The average duration of voter registration exercise in each location is approximately five days for which temporary workers are recruited on an ad hoc basis.  Workers are paid from the day following the registration.

Against this background, TPEC intends to set up a framework Agreement with qualified tenderers for the provision of cash transfer services for payment of its temporary staff, particularly those involved in voter registration activities. 

1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVE  

The overall objective is to process timely payment to TPEC’s temporary staff in a timely and secure manner.

2. SCOPE OF WORK 

Services will be provided in compliance with existing regulatory frameworks in Somalia, know your customer (KYC) procedures, anti-money laundering, anti-terrorist and international sanctions laws and laws relating to personal data.  Services will be provided in a security sensitive environment hence, the service provider shall take necessary measures required to mitigate potential risks and ensure that beneficiaries receive payments on time and efficient management of TPEC’s resources in the best way possible.

a) Geographical Coverage

The proposed Framework Agreement will cover the whole of Puntland where electoral-related activities will take please.  Tenderers will be expected to have capacity to provide services throughout the various districts and towns in the nine regions of Puntland.  Proposers are required to submit a list of geographic areas that can be covered a well as full details of current locations covered.

b) Scope of Cash Supply

The number of payment locations will be subject to the number of planned voter registration sites, electoral polling stations and the number of payees.  Amounts payable will vary from one location to another.  Additionally, where there are many payees located far from the service provider’s offices, the service provider must be able to go and deliver the payments (by cash, bank transfer/deposit or mobile money transfer) to the payees directly on site.

The approximate total disbursement for the first one-year period is estimated at USD 1,817,500 to an estimated 5810 beneficiaries.  This figure is for statistical information 

c) Payments 

1. The currency of disbursement will be in United States Dollar (USD)
(i) Initial instructions to the service provider for payment will be made in writing via email of scanned documents duly signed by authorized officials of TPEC whose names and specimen signatures will be provided upon Framework Agreement signature and will be updated regularly.
(ii) Upon receipt of TPEC’s instructions, the service provider will disburse cash to TPEC’s listed beneficiaries in accordance with instructions provided by TPEC. 
(iii) The service provider will be required to check and certify the signatures and identities of the person receiving the payment in Somalia before processing payment.
(iv) Under no circumstances shall the service provider deliver money to any payee without verification of identification documents based on any one of the identification documents recognized under national law (national ID, voter’s card, temporary staff ID, driver license, passport).
(v) Under no circumstances will the service provider deliver money to a different payee than the one instructed in writing by the duly authorized TPEC officer.
(vi) The service provider will report and return undistributed amount (if any on agreed time).
(vii) TPEC will pay the service provider upon receipt of the detailed invoice, including proof of delivery of funds to beneficiaries (Reimbursement based)
(viii) TPEC will reimburse the service provider in the shortest period possible and in any case not more than five working days from the date of receipt of the invoice.
(ix) All payments due to the service provider will be made directly to a bank account designated by the service provider preferably through electronic funds transfer or alternatively by cheque in the name of the service provider.

3. KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS

Without limiting any of its obligations under the proposed Framework Agreement, the service will meet the following minimum key performance indicators (‘’KPIs’’)

1. Payment to beneficiaries will be made within 24 hours of receipt of instructions from TPEC.
2. The maximum time limit of returning unpaid funds to TPEC’s account following cancellation of a payment made is 48 hours after receipt of instructions from TPEC.

Proposals must also describe the key performance indicators for the services offered which will be used and communicated regularly by the service provider. The service provider will indicate whether these indicators are standard or specific to the resulting framework agreement to be signed with TPEC. 

Tenderers Provider must submit a technical proposal that demonstrates the methodology to be used for the above requirements including a work execution schedule, and payment locations.

4. MANAGEMENT ARRANGEMETS
a) The tasks set out in the framework agreement will be overseen by TPEC’s Head of Operations/ Finance. 
b) Once the framework agreement is signed, TPEC’s focal person(s) will contact the service provider in writing via email with scanned attachments providing specific details such as the deliverables, timelines, etc. 
c) The service provider will be contacted within a reasonable timeframe and is expected to deliver the requested service, as required.
d) Financial commitments will only be established each time the services within the scope of the framework agreement are requested in writing via email.

e) Responsibilities of the Service provider

The deployment of a sufficient number of staff in the places/geographical areas and during the dates/periods instructed by TPEC in writing including:
(i) The distribution of cash to selected temporary personnel/participants with proper safety and security.
(ii) Verification of the identity of all temporary workers in accordance with the applicable know your customer (KYC) regulations. 
(iii) Ensuring the availability and accessibility of the facilities necessary to process cash payments to TPEC beneficiaries and the availability of staff with sufficient capacity to disburse the required amounts based on the volumes required by TPEC. 
(iv) Provision of a dedicated focal point to TPEC for efficient resolution of operational issues within a reasonable timeframe. 

f) Responsibilities of TPEC

(i) TPEC will submit a list of eligible payees at remote locations, regional and district levels with complete information including banking information and mobile number (where applicable).  The service provider will verify recipients’ names as per the list provided using any one of the identification documents recognized under national law. 
(ii) For verification purposes, TPEC will compile the personnel data from its records and files with the necessary supporting documents, payments sheet detailing each individual’s national ID/staff ID or Passport number.

g) Reporting

(i) The service provider will also submit regular monitoring reports and reporting of transactions, including proof of receipt of funds by TPEC beneficiaries within three days of completion of the payment exercise.  The report shall include beneficiary’s full name, ID/passport number, amount, date of payment and signature of the recipient.
(ii) On TPEC’s request, the service provider will ain 
· The number and precise location of agents in Puntland.
· The number and precise location of personnel deployed to facilitate TPEC payments in Puntland. 

Tenderers are required to submit a list of the geographic areas that can be covered.  The proposal should also describe how the proposed service will take these specificities into account.  

h) Performance Monitoring

TPEC will periodically review the performance of the Framework Agreement to ensure, among other things, the following:
· Efficiency and effectiveness of disbursement. 
· Transfers and disbursements timelines.
· Security of disbursements and payees.
· Technical assistance and troubleshooting in case of incidents.
· Accuracy of accounts and disbursement reports
· User-friendliness and ease of use of the mechanism, based on feedback from TPEC payees

i) Data Confidentiality

(i) All personal information or data shall belong to individual beneficiaries and shall not be shared to any party, group, or entities.
(ii) Similarly, any information that belongs to TPEC shall not be shared with any other party outside the project.
(iii) All data shall be stored in a secured location and encrypted filing system. Data shall only be shared with authorised project personnel or the donor with permission or approval from TPEC. A log sheet shall be kept by the service provider/commercial bank on data or information of the beneficiaries for tracking purposes.

Personal data and project files shall be returned to TPEC upon contract expiry.  Any information that the bank requires to retain for audit purposes shall be stored in line with international retention guidelines.

5. DURATION OF THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMET

One-year effective October 2022 with a possibility for an extension of two terms of one year each under similar terms and conditions.

7. PROFESSIONAL QUALIFICATIONS OF THE BIDDING ENTITY ITS KEY PERSONNEL

a) Qualifications of the Company 
(i) Legally registered company under the national laws of Somalia.
(ii) At least three years’ experience in providing money transfer services in Somalia. 
(iii) Licenced to conduct banking and/or money transfer business (MTB) by the Central Bank of Somalia in Somalia.
(iv) The selected service provider should be able to cover all locations, including remote sites.

b) Key Personnel/Team Composition

The Service provider must have qualified staff to perform the services required by the TOR and must have an academic background in business studies, accounting, or finance with more than three years’ experience in money transfer business with excellent knowledge in Somalia. The team leader (focal point) must at least have a bachelor’s degree in any one of the mentioned fields.  The person will have overall responsibility for the contract including implementation, reporting, quality assurance, provision of operational guidance to the team, contract management and, focal point for communication with TPEC.  All staff assigned to the contract must be fluent in written and spoken English and Somali languages.

8. PRICE AND SCHEDULE OF PAYMENTS

The resulting framework agreement will be a fixed rate contract. TPEC will pay the service provider in line with terms of the Agreement, a sum which shall be based on the services ordered by TPEC and delivered by the service provider at the unit rates specified in the Agreement. These prices shall remain firm and shall not be increased during the entire term of the Agreement and, the Framework Agreement shall not impose a minimum guarantee on volume on TPEC.
